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Abstract: The paper presents for the first time after 35 years, detailed information regarding the
excavations of Grumazesti, an important Early Neolithic site in central Moldova. Seen as a first paper on a future
serifes, it presents the methodology of excavation, careful rebuilding and interpretation of plans and fieldnotes in
an aim to reconstruct the settlement architecture (dwellings, pit-features, burials) for the Early Neolithic-
Starcevo-Cris site, the Bronze Age (Noua culture) and the III-1V centuries AD, vital for the study and the
understanding of the collections of finds resulted from the excavation of the site.

Rezumat: Articolul de fatd aduce la lumina, dupd 35 de ani de la incetarea sapaturilor, informatii
detaliate privind rezultatele cercetdrilor din situl arheologic de la Grumazesti o importantd asezare neolitica
timpurie din centrul Moldovei. Constituindu-se doar ca un inceput al unei viitoare serii de articole, lucrarea
incearca o reconstituire si interpretare a documentatiei de sapaturd referitoare atat la locuirea neolitica timpurie
Starcevo-Cris cat si la cea a culturii Noua si a celei datate in secolele 111-1V AD. Un astfel de demers este esential
pentru studiul si interpretarea in viitor a materialului arheologic rezultat din sapaturd.
