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Abstract: The faunal material belonging to the Dudesti culture, although it is not very large, only about
3000 animal remains, shows us that these Neolithic communities dealt primarily with herding, especially of cattle,
sheep, and goats. It should be noted that swine are highly underrepresented in the animal paleo-economy. The
dog was consumed and its fur was taken. The number of species of wild animals is very low, and its share is
extremely small, which illustrates the subsidiary interest of these populations to exploitation of the environment.

Rezumat: Materialul faunistic al culturii Dudesti, cu toate ca nu este foarte numeros, de doar circa 3000
de resturi, ne aratd cd respectivele comunitati neolitice se ocupau in principal cu activitatea de crestere a
animalelor, in special a bovinelor si a ovicaprinelor. Remarcdm cd porcinele sunt extrem de slab reprezentate in
cadrul paleoeconomiei animaliere. Cainele era consumat si blana sa era prelevatd., Vénatul este foarte redus
reprezentat ca numar de specii, iar ponderea sa este extrem de mica, ceea ce ilustreaza slabul interes al acestor
populatii pentru exploatarea mediului inconjurétor.
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
