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Arheologie si fotografie: perspective istoriografice.

I. (1839-1904)

Abstract: The use of photography in archaeological research seems to be today a common place,
even a condition sine qua non, but this situation is the result of a long evolutionary process of both, a
process that begins almost simultaneously in the middle of the XIXth century. Our approach aims to
document the historiography of this evolution, as it is mainly reflected within the great European
scientific traditions of the era. Interestingly, the historiography of the theme is divided proportionally
between photographers and archaeologists, the latter being equally interested in classical and prehistoric
archaeology. The chronological cut-up covers the period between Arago’s communication (and
publication of the text) from the French Academy in 1839, announcing the invention of photography,
and its importance and the appearance of Flinders Petrie’s volume in 1904, the first modern textbook of
archaeology, a fundamental text for the methodology of archaeology in the XXth century.

Rezumat: Utilizarea fotografiei in cadrul cercetdrilor arheologice pare in prezent un loc comun,
chiar o conditie sine qua non, dar aceastd stare de fapt este rezultatul unui proces evolutiv de duratd,
al ambelor, proces care debuteazi aproape simultan la mijlocul sec. al XIX-lea. Demersul nostru 1si
propune sd documenteze istoriografia acestei evolutii, asa cum este ea reflectatd in principal in cadrul
marilor traditii stiintifice europene. In mod interesant, istoriografia temei este impirtiti proportional
intre fotografi si arheologi, cei din urmd fiind deopotrivi interesati de arheologia clasicd cit si de cea
preistoricd. Decupajul cronologic acoperd perioada cuprinsd intre comunicarea (si publicarea textului)
lui Arago de la Academia Francezd din 1839, prin care acesta anunta inventarea fotografiei si
importanta sa, si aparitia volumului lui Flinders Petrie din anul 1904, primul manual modern de
arheologie, text fundamental pentru metodologia arheologiei din sec. XX.

Roland Barthes, unul dintre cei mai cunoscuti teoreticieni ai fotografiei, afirma in
cunoscutul sau studiu dedicat fotografiei ca ,sec. XIX a inventat istoria si fotografia”
(R. Barthes 2009, p. 84). In acelasi sec. XIX insi a fost inventati si arheologia. Poate nu
intamplator Oxford English Dictionary mentioneaza prima folosire, in sens modern, a
termenului de arheologie in 1837 —,,studiul stiintific al ramasitelor si monumentelor trecutului
preistoric” (F.N. Bohrer 2011, p. 27).

Desigur, arheologia nu apare fix In acest moment, ci este rezultatul unei traditii
seculare de interes pentru antichitati, fascinatie pentru trecut si ruine, colectionare si

anticvarism (M. Babes 1981). in acelasi sens, fotografia, aparuta doar doi ani mai tarziu, este
rezultatul unei Indelungate dorinte umane de a fixa In mod permanent si cat mai realist
imaginea lumii inconjuratoare. Acest inceput comun, desi intamplator, avea sa se dovedeasca
de bun augur, arheologia devenind stiinta care va profita cel mai mult de avantajele
fotografiei, care devine in timp parte integranta a demersului arheologic.

Importanta si utilitatea fotografiei pentru arheologie apar inca din raportul prezentat
in iulie-august 1839 de catre Francois Arago (1786-1853), membru al Academiei Franceze de
Stiinte, despre dagherotipie. In pledoaria sa a subliniat semnificatia ei pentru a arta si stiinta
in general, dar, de asemenea, a reliefat in mod special si utilitatea ei pentru arheologie: ,,Pentru
a copia milioanele si milioanele de hieroglife care acoperd, chiar numai la exterior, marile
monumente de la Theba, Memphis, Karnak si altele ar fi nevoie de zeci de ani si de legiuni de
desenatori. Cu ajutorul dagherotipului un singur om ar putea realiza acest lucru cu un imens
succes. Dotati Institutul Egiptean cu doud sau trei de aparate ale domnului Daguerre' si, pe
mai multe din marile planse ale celebrei opere? rezultat al expeditiei noastre nemuritoare?, un
imens numar de hieroglife reprezentate exact asa cum sunt in realitate sa le inlocuiasca pe cele
care acum sunt inventate sau desenate cu aproximare; iar desenele vor depdsi peste tot in
fidelitate, in redarea culorii locale, opera celor mai buni pictori; si imaginile fotografice, supuse
regulilor geometriei, vor permite, cu un efort nu prea mare, obtinerea de dimensiuni exacte
ale partilor cele mai inaccesibile ale monumentelor* (F. Arago 1839).

La scurt timp dupd anuntul lui Arago, primul care exemplifica practic utilitatea
fotografiei pentru arheologie intr-o publicatie este Sir William Henry Fox Talbot (1800-1877)
(J. Hannavy 1976). In 1844 acesta public probabil prima carte ilustrati cu fotografii, The Pencil
of Nature (W.H.F. Talbot 1844), si, nu intamplator, singurul obiect reprodus in doud imagini
distincte’ este o antichitate - o copie de epoca dupa un bust al lui Patrocle aflat la British
Museume¢. Talbot, savant cu multiple preocupari, este si primul care publica o lucrare despre
avantajele folosirii fotografiei in cercetarea arheologica, in 1846 — Talbotipia aplicatd [studiului]
hieroglifelor’ (W.H.F. Talbot et alii 1846).

7 Trebuie totusi mentionat ca lucrarea In cauzd, de mici dimensiuni, a avut un tiraj foarte mic, maxim 25
de exemplare tiparite, fiind astdzi o raritate bibliofild. Mai interesant este faptul ca o versiune
prescurtatd, lipsitd de ilustratie a fost tiparita, cu acelasi titlu, in celebra (in epocad) ,,The Literary Gazette
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Tot despre avantajele folosirii fotografiei in arheologie scrie si Ernest Lacan (1828-
1879)8in 1855, in paginile celebrului hebdomadar La Lumiere, primul jurnal dedicat fotografiei
din lume (E. Hermange 1996, p. 1). Articolul sdu, ,Despre fotografie si aplicatiile sale pentru
artele frumoase si stiinte”, incepe printr-un elogiu adus personalitatilor lui Niépce si Daguerre
in primul rand, dar si altor fotografi si savanti deja bine cunoscuti in epoca — Fizeau® sau
Claudet si continua printr-o entuziasta prezentare a avantajelor folosirii fotografiei de catre
cei care calatoresc, ca turisti sau ca exploratori (E.E.A. Lacan 1855). Finalul articolului este o
pledoarie pentru utilizarea fotografiei in arheologie, in particular pentru studiul
monumentelor istorice, a caror continud degradare si lipsa de protectie o deplange, si pentru
care fotografierea ar fi unica modalitatea de salvare: ,,Ce arheolog nu a dorit sa vada castelul
Polignac atat de celebru prin legendele sale si ale ilustrei familii care I-a construit? Acest pretios
monument, ca atatea altele, se ndruie piatra cu piatra; curand o sa dispara la fel ca generatiile
care l-au locuit, dar gratie fotografiei, gratie acestui desen cu luming, el se va pdstra asa cum
este acum. Toate aceste daramaturi din alte vremuri, atat de pretioase pentru arheolog, pentru
istoric, pentru pictor, pentru poet, sunt stranse laolalta de fotografie, care le face nemuritoare.
Timpul, revolutiile, cutremurele, pot distruge castelul pana la ultima piatrd, dar el traieste
pentru totdeauna in albumul nostru cu fotografii”!! (E.E.A. Lacan 1855, p. 12).

O primad asociere directa intre arheologie si fotografie are loc chiar la Chalon-sur-Sadne,
locul de nastere al fotografiei de pe continentul european, in partea de est a Frantei, localitatea
de bastina a lui Nicéphore Niépce'? (1765-1833). Aici, sub auspiciile Societatii de istorie si
arheologie locale este publicat un studiu datorat unuia dintre membrii marcanti ai Societatii
in cauza, Edouard Loydreau (1820-1905)%, medic, arheolog si fotograf. Brosura, avand titlul
»Despre fotografia aplicata studiului arheologiei” este publicata in 1857 (E. Loydreau 1857),
dar reproduce textul a doud comunicari tinute de Loydreau la sedintele din zilele de 26 iunie
1856 si 30 iunie 1857 ale Societitii. In prima parte a comunicirii sale Loydreau aduce un
omagiu lui Niépce si inventiei sale, prezentand succint ,secretele si misterele” fotografiei
(E. Loydreau 1857, p. 6). Convins de utilitatea fotografiei pentru arheologie, nu ezita sa-i
atribuie calitdti extraordinare: ,,Fotografia — prin ceea ce face pentru arheologie este un martor

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inestimabil — ea spune adevarul, tot adevarul, nimic altceva decat adevarul”?® (E. Loydreau
1857, p. 13) si insista asupra superioritatii aparatului in reprezentarea realitdtii fata de desen.
In incheierea demersului sdu Loydreau atrage totusi atentia ci fotografia singura nu este de
ajuns pentru obtinerea unor imagini utile arheologiei, ci este nevoie de un operator inteligent,
care sd poatd sacrifica spectaculosul in favoarea detaliului clar (E. Loydreau 1857, p. 13-14). In
a doua parte a brosurii sale Loydreau prezintd stereoscopul si avantajele sale pentru ilustrarea
diverselor obiecte arheologice, dand drept exemplu practic documentarea unei colectii de
antichitdti apartinand unui colectionar local decedat, risipitd de rude, dar care datorita
documentarii fotografice stereoscopice poate fi studiatd in detaliu (E. Loydreau 1857, p. 15-29).
In mod cat se poate de interesant pledoaria pentru utilizarea fotografiei stereoscopice in
arheologice se incheie cu un nou omagiu adus personalitatii lui Niépce si cu propunerea de a-
ifi ridicata o statuie in Chalon-sur-Sadne din bronzul unor tunuri capturate la Sevastopol
(L. Armand-Calliat 1963).

O alta asociere directa intre arheologie si fotografie are loc in 1861, cand Jules Chevrier
(1816-1883), arheolog, pictor si colectionar, publica o mica brosurd sub auspiciile aceleiasi
Societati de Istorie si Arheologie din Chalon-sur-Saone, al carei fondator era, aldturi de
Léopold Niepce (1813-1898)'. In textul brosurii Chevrier descrie cu lux de aminunte o
descoperire facuta intr-un hambar aflat pe proprietatea unui anume Marchiz d’Ivry, in catunul
Lux (sic), situat la egala distantd intre Chalon-sur-Saone si Gras'” — mai multe ustensile si probe
fotografice ce au apartinut chiar lui Nicéphore Niépce (J. Chevrier 1861). Metoda heliografica
a lui Niépce este si ea prezentata succint, precum si intreaga istorie a colabordrii acestuia cu
Daguerre. Piesele gasite au fost donate muzeului local, intdrind astfel crezul autorului, expus
inca de la prima pagind a textului sau: ,,Societdtile de Arheologie sunt scoli de conservare prin
excelenta; ele profeseaza pentru patrimoniul trecutului un respect legitim, care vine sa justifice
fard incetare toate eforturile noastre pentru recuperarea acestor informatii”* (J. Chevrier 1861,
p- 3). Mai mult o curiozitate bibliofila decat un studiu tematic, aceasta micd brosurd, pusa

surprinzator sub titlul ,,Arheologie si Fotografie” intareste incd de timpuriu legdtura dintre
cele doua profesii.

Aproape doua decenii mai tarziu constatdm o dezvoltare serioasa a domeniului, in anul
1879 fiind publicat un adevarat manual de fotografie pentru arheologi — Fotografia aplicati
arheologiei (E. Trutat 1879). Datorat lui Eugene Trutat", acesta este un excurs tehnic detaliat
privind fotografierea monumentelor, a diverselor piese arheologice precum si a inscriptiilor,
pentru cele doua categorii din urma fiind prezentate solutii atat pentru fotografierea pe teren

cat si in studio.

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Inci din introducerea lucririi sale Trutat mentioneaza importanta fotografiei pentru
arheologie, insistand asupra avantajelor metodei fotografice pentru inregistrarea informatiilor
din teren despre situri, monumente sau obiecte mai mici, dar si asupra datoriei arheologului
de a salva nu numai informatiile despre un sit cat si imaginea acestuia: ,,Arheologul, intr-
adevar, cautd nu numai sd cunoasca si sa descrie operele secolelor trecute, el inca trebuie si sa
perpetueze amintirea acestor monumente care imbatranesc mai mult sau mai putin rapid si
care vor dispdrea mai devreme sau mai tarziu; trebuie deci ca arheologul, in acelasi timp sa le
descrie dar si sd reprezinte [fotografic] subiectele pe care vrea sa le faca cunoscute”? (E. Trutat
1879, p. 1).

Trutat este convins de superioritatea metodei fotografice fata de orice alta metoda de
inregistrare, oferind posibilitatea de a studia in detaliu orice obiect gasit in timpul cercetarilor
arheologice: ,,Dificultdtile devin din ce in ce mai mari atunci cand e vorba despre reprezentarea
unui obiect, a unui monument aflat la mare departare si pe care arheologul doar l-a schitat
rapid [in carnetul sau], fara a avea timpul necesar pentru ai preciza toate detaliile de 0 maniera
suficientad; si totusi acesta este cazul cel mai des intalnit si cel care ofera cele mai interesante
situatii de obicei. Din fericire, fotografia oferd modul de a para acest inconvenient, si o poate
face cu atata perfectiune, incat reproducerile sale permit cel mai adesea studiul absolut
complet al unui subiect fara a mai fi nevoie sa fie revazuta biserica, basorelieful, inscriptia pe
care obiectivul [aparatului de fotografiat] le-a gravat pe placa sensibila”?! (E. Trutat 1879, p. 3).

Membru al mai multor societati arheologice locale??, Trutat calatoreste des la Roma dar
si in sudul Frantei (J.P. Métaillé 2011), cercetand asiduu monumentele si siturile din aceasta
zona bogata arheologic, conferentiind in fata publicului local in multe ocazii despre cercetarile
si descoperirile sale (A. Yelles 2020, p. 80), prezentdri insotite intotdeauna de numeroase
fotografii, ceea ce-i asigura chiar o oarecare faima locald: ,Trutat a fost apostolul,
vulgarizatorul conferintelor [...] el este cel care a tinut la adevdaratul principiu al conferintelor
cu proiectiuni: putine cuvinte, si mai ales fara consideratii preliminare, publicul batand din
palme cu nerabdare: lanterna magica cat mai repede!”? (H. Beraldi 1904, p. 151-152).

In incheierea capitolului sau introductiv Trutat atrage (inca o datd) atentia asupra
obligatiei arheologului de a pdstra imaginea obiectelor studiate, considerand absolut necesara
si cunoasterea de cdtre arheolog a tuturor procedeelor tehnice de realizare a unei inregistrari

anumite exigente In ceea ce priveste rezultatele, In concordanta cu subiectul imaginilor dar si
al sistemului de imprimare folosit”* (E. Trutat 1879, p. 8).

In acelasi an 1879 apare un alt studiu dedicat utilizarii fotografiei in arheologie
(P. Martelliere 1879). Autorul, Paul Martelliere (1830-1921)%, entuziast fotograf, animator al
unui fotoclub local dar si al buletinului sau, dar si arheolog amator pasionat de istoria locala,
disciplina careia i se dedicd mai mult odata cu iesirea din magistraturd, da dovada de spirit
critic dar si de o bund cunoastere a resorturilor fotografiei. Astfel, inca din introducerea
studiului sau el aminteste lipsa de profesionalism a numeroaselor societati savante locale, el
insusi membru In randul unora, numite popular ,Societdti de oale sparte” (P. Martelliere
1879, p. 215), de cele mai multe ori din cauza slabei pregatiri a membrilor in domeniul
arheologiei, motiv pentru care Martelliere insista pentru folosirea cat mai intensa a fotografiei
ca mijloc de documentare a cercetdrilor arheologice. Pentru Martelliere arheologia este o
stiinta, iar cand vine vorba de stiinta trebuie sa ddm la o parte orice aproximare si orice
fantezie, si aici intervine fotografia: ,,Arheologul [...] trebuie sa mearga la fotograf! Iata de ce:
pentru ca arheologia este o stiintd, iar ca in toate stiintele trebuie sa inldturam cu rigurozitate
orice aproximare si orice fantezie”?” (P. Martelliere 1879, p. 216).

Trecand in revista ilustratiile arheologice ale principalelor sinteze de arheologie si arta
antica din epoca, litografii majoritatea, el arata lipsa lor de acuratete dar si detaliile inventate
de multe ori de cdtre desenatori, in comparatie cu precizia fotografiei. Concluzia lui Martelliere
este clara: ,Inchei concluzionand ci o figura arheologica nu este o ilustratie de roman, ea
trebuie sa fie exacta si seaca precum un proces-verbal, si singurul mijloc prin care putem atinge
acest scop este utilizarea fotografiei, care prezintd toate avantajele posibile. Camera obscura
nu este un poet, ea nu are vederea slaba, ea nu are imaginatie, ea nu constatd decat ceea ce
este”? (P. Martelliere 1879, p. 220). Pe langa avantajele onestitatii reprezentarii, sunt aduse in

trecutului asezat pe fotoliul propriu si nu pe terenul plin de pericole: ,.in plus, imaginile pot fi
obtinute rapid, ceea ce permite obtinerea de mai multe aspecte ale aceluiasi obiect; ele pot fi
reproduse In numar mare si studiate cu lupa, daca este necesar. In cabinetul dumneavoastrs,
puteti studia pe indelete spdrtura unei pietre, curbura unui arc, unghiul unei ogive; puteti face
chiar mdsuratori aproximative care altfel ar fi fost dificil sau periculos a fi realizate pe teren”?
(P. Martelliére 1879, p. 221). Inainte de a incheia pledoaria sa in favoarea utilizarii fotografiei
Martelliere aduce un alt argument, facand apel la opera unuia dintre cei mai mari arhitecti si
restauratori ai epocii, Viollet-le-Duc. Astfel, el citeaza opinia acestuia despre importanta
fotografiei in opera de restaurare arhitecturald, documentarea fotografica permitand pentru
prima oard redactarea unor fise de monument realiste si ajutand astfel la salvarea a numeroase
ruine de la disparitie (P. Martelliere 1879, p. 222).

In final, Martelliere nu lasi loc de interpretdri privind opinia sa: ,latd deci
concluzia mea: un aparat fotografic trebuie mereu sa facda parte din bagajul
arheologului.”® (P. Martelliere 1879, p. 222) — si 1si exprima Increderea ca perfectionarea
tehnologiei va duce la simplificarea utilizarii fotografiei de catre arheologi.

Optimismul lui Martelliere privitor la utilizarea aparatului de fotografiat de catre
arheologi este confirmat de un ghid tiparit in ultimul deceniu al secolului XIX de catre
Comitetul pentru lucrdri istorice si stiintifice de pe langa Ministerul Instructiunii Publice de la
Paris (S. Reinach et alii 1890). Ghidul, adresat deopotrivda arheologilor dar si
calatorilor/exploratorilor teritoriului african aflat sub control francez, este un indreptar tehnic
privind documentarea cercetdrilor de teren cu ajutorul fotografiei dar si al releveelor
arhitecturale, schitelor topografice si al estampajului. Partea dedicata fotografiei este redactata
de Henri Saladin®!, arhitect specializat in arheologie, care dovedeste o foarte buna cunoastere
a tehnici de fotografiere precum si a conditiilor de lucru din nordul Africii (H. Saladin 1890,
p- 10-15). Textul sau este alcatuit din doua parti, prima fiind dedicata Materialelor®> necesare
fotografierii iar a doua Modului de operare®® pentru fotografierea fiecarui tip de monument
intalnit. Autorul dovedeste o foarte buna stapanire a procedeelor tehnice dar si o buna
cunoastere a pietei franceze* si chiar europene de fotografie. Saladin insista asupra prezentei
scarii (indicand chiar din ce material trebuie facuta)® in fotografii, recomanda fotografierea
pieselor mici si a statuilor din trei parti cel putin, explica ce fel de umbre pot fi obtinute in
fiecare parte a zilei/anului si carui tip de monument sunt ele utile. Prezentarea este pragmatica,
clara, bogata in detalii, toate acestea sugerand o pregatire solida in domeniu dar si, mai ales, o
prezenta solida a fotografiei in practica stiintifici a epocii. In mod cert aparitia acestei lucrari,
la granita dintre secolul al XIX-lea si secolul XX, este un moment important in dezvoltarea

Utilizarea tot mai largd a fotografiei in arheologie este evidentiatd si mai bine de
aparitia in 1896, la doar cativa ani de la ghidul lui Saladin, a unui catalog de fotografii pentru
arheologi (F. Martin-Sabon 1896). Datorat lui Félix Martin-Sabon®¢, arheolog si fotograf, acesta
ofera spre utilizare arheologilor si tuturor celor interesati cateva mii de fotografii cu
monumente de pe teritoriul Frantei, aflate in diverse stari de conservare, apartinand tuturor
epocilor istorice, multe dintre ele nefiind considerate la data realizarii fotografiilor drept
monumente protejate de lege. Catalogul, a carui a doua editie, completata, a aparut in 1899
(F. Martin-Sabon 1899), ulterior fiind publicate si alte trei suplimente¥, are o scurtd prefata
intitulata Arheologie si fotografie, in care Martin-Sabon explicd scopul lucrdrii si motivele care 1-
au iIndemnat sd o publice, din surse proprii si fara a urmari neapdrat un beneficiu financiar. La
fel ca predecesorii sdi, Sabon arata importantd documentdrii fotografice a monumentelor de
tot felul, ruinate sau nu, multe amenintate cu disparitia, numind arheologia drept ,,stiinta a
observatiei si a studiului in aceeasi masura”® (F. Martin-Sabon 1896, p. 3-4). Majoritatea
monumentelor ilustrate de Sabon sunt prezentate din mai multe unghiuri, cu detalii diverse,
acesta insistand in prefata catalogului cad este un arheolog devenit fotograf, ceea ce confera
imaginilor sale un caracter mai degraba stiintific si documentar in primul rand, decat unul
artistic si pitoresc. Martin-Sabon cdlatoreste singur, cu rucsacul in spate® (F. Martin-Sabon
1896, p. 4), fotografiind si apoi prelucrand negativele in cele doud laboratoare amenajate In
locuintele sale de la Paris si Ronquerolles, urmand astfel linia trasata de Trutat cu doud decenii
inainte. Efortul sau a fost apreciat incd din epoca (J. Vallery-Radot 1921), nu doar de arheologi*’
(M. Barres 1914, p. 368-369), atat catalogul fiind premiat*! cat si un volum urias, cu 3000 de
fotografii in format mare (din catalog), prezentat la Expozitia Universald de la Paris de la 1900
care a primit Medalia de aur (H. Person 1935, p. 34). Tot in introducerea catalogului sau
Martin-Sabon precizeaza ca a donat o suma de fotografii catre Muzeul de Fotografie
documentara® infiintat de Léon Vidal® (fotograf cu idei apropiate de ale sale) care avea o

Marseille (1860-1875), redactor-sef al revistei Le Moniteur de la photographie (1879-1905, urmandu-i
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sectie de fotografie arheologica, initiativa unica la acea datd si inca pentru o lunga perioada de
timp dupa aceea. Acelasi Vidal sublinia intr-un articol scris in 1868 ca: ,,Fotografia[...] produce
opere care, aflate in centrul colectiilor viitorului, vor constitui documente irecuzabile pentru
stiinta arheologiei in special, dar si a istoriei in general; documente care vor avea valoarea unor
dovezi testimoniale, pentru cd, gratie fotografiei, vom putea conserva, de-a lungul secolelor,
chiar identitatea obiectelor asa cum erau ele vazute de contemporani”# (L. Vidal 1871, p. 129).
Merita mentionat de asemenea faptul cd ambele editii ale catalogului sunt editate de Adolphe
Giraudon, cel care infiintase in 1877 o ,,Bibliotecd de fotografie”* (A. Giraudon 1889), practic
o arhiva de imagine* care vindea tuturor celor interesati imagini de arta si arheologie din
lumea intreaga. In jurul anului 1900 biblioteca sa cuprindea nu mai putin de 115000 clisee pe
sticla iar Giraudon se considera ,corespondent al tuturor marilor fotografi arheologi”
(A. Yelles 2020, p. 59) din Europa. In 1921 Félix Martin-Sabon doneaz3 statului francez intreaga
sa arhiva fotograficd, cuprinzand 15000 de negative (H. Person 1935, p. 34), aflate astazi la
Meédiathéque de I’ Architecture et du Patrimoine din Charenton-le-Pont.

Ideile lui Léon Vidal au fost impartasite in epoca si de Alfred Liégard®, fotograf si
anticvar din Caen si care, poate nu intamplator, publicad in anul 1893 un scurt articol intitulat
~Fotografia si arheologia” (A. Liégard 1893). Aparitia articolului este cauzata de o conferinta
la care autorul a asistat, despre aplicatiile fotografiei si modul in care aceasta poate fi utila
stiintei. Plecand de la propriile interese, Liégard promoveaza cauza arheologiei, vazand
fotografia drept modul cel mai simplu de implicare al oricarui cetdtean In salvarea
patrimoniului arheologic si arhitectural local. Daca in oras (Caen) situatia monumentelor nu
este asa grava, si datoritd existentei mai multor societati savante, in zona rurald nenumarate
biserici si castele medievale in ruind sunt in pericol de disparitie. Liégard 1i indeamna asadar
pe concetatenii sdi s se bucure de pitorescul ruinelor, dar si sa le fotografieze, contribuind
astfel la salvarea lor, subliniind cd executarea unei fotografii dureaza foarte putin in
comparatie cu orele necesare unui desen* (A. Liégard 1893, p. 46-47).

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In aceeasi revisti elvetiana in care Liégard publicd modestul siu indemn apare in 1903,
sub semnatura bine-cunoscutului deja Eugene Trutat, un nou articol intitulat ,,Fotografia si
arheologia” (E. Trutat 1903). Trutat publica articolul la cererea amicului sau Archibald Reiss®,
redactorul-sef al revistei, pasionat fotograf cu activitate chiar si In domeniul arheologiei.
Asadar la aproape un sfert de veac de la prima publicatie Trutat reia tema utilizarii fotografiei
in arheologie, de data aceasta sub forma unui articol si nu al unei lucrari de intindere mai mare
— dac lucrarea din 1879 avea 135 de pagini, noul articol din 1903 are doar 24 de pagini. in cea
mai mare parte, articolul este, din pacate, un rezumat al lucrarii publicate anterior, ceea ce
poate fi pus si pe seama varstei Tnaintate a autorului, aflat la 63 de ani, retras din activitate,
pensionar, la apusul unei cariere productive si onorabile din toate punctele de vedere.

Articolul debuteaza cu o introducere in care Trutat pledeaza cauza utilizdrii fotografiei
in arheologie, amintind de dificultatile inceputurilor, de lucrarea scrisa anterior si influenta ei
asupra mai multor generatii de arheologi dar si subliniind faptul ca ,,astdzi nu mai existd nici
un arheolog care sa nu fie si fotograf”> (E. Trutat 1903, p. 304). Ca si Martelliere inaintea sa,
Trutat invoca textul lui Viollet-le-Duc privind importanta fotografiei pentru arhitectura si
arheologie: ,,Fotografia care, in fiecare zi, capata un rol mai serios in studiile stiintifice, pare sa
fi venit la momentul potrivit ca sa ajute In aceastd mare operd de restaurare a edificiilor vechi
de care se preocupad astdzi intreaga Europa. De fapt, cand arhitectii nu aveau la dispozitie decat
mijloacele obisnuite ale desenului, chiar si cele mai exacte, precum camera obscura de exemplu,
era foarte greu sd nu faci cateva greseli, sa nu omiti cateva urme abia vizibile. Fotografia are
avantajul de a intocmi procese-verbale si documente irefutabile care pot fi consultate ulterior
in permanenta. La restaurari nu stim asadar cum sa folosim cat mai mult fotografia, pentru ca
de foarte multe ori se descopera pe o imagine ceea ce nu am vdzut pe monumentul in sine”!
(E. Viollet-le-Duc 1860, p. 33).

Dupd aceasta introducere urmeaza prezentarea aparaturii necesare arheologului
pentru fotografia de teren, care urmeaza, cu unele diferente datorate evolutiei tehnologice,
planul expus in prima lucrare. Interesant, Trutat il aminteste pe Martin-Sabon cand explica
avantajul unui tip de cutie pentru aparatura fotografica: ,,Domnul Martin-Sabon, care are si el
o mare experientd in aceste expeditii foto-arheologice, foloseste mici cutii din lemn de plop,
foarte robuste [...]”%2 (E. Trutat 1903, p. 305). Sunt prezentate apoi alte elemente precum
trepiedul, obiectivele, placile de sticld, desigur cu unele informatii noi. Dupd prezentarea

Daca
in volumul din 1879 sunt prezentate 11 categorii de monumente/artefacte (Mobilier, Arme,
Statui, Stofe, Tapiserii, Tablouri, Emailuri, Faiante, Costume nationale, Inscriptii si
Manuscrise) in articol sunt descrise doar opt astfel de categorii (Mobilier, Arme, Stofe,
Tablouri, Emailuri, Faiante, Inscriptii si Manuscrise), ocupand doar opt pagini, fata de cele 30
ale volumului anterior. In multe cazuri (Stofe, Emailuri, Faiante, Inscriptii, Tablouri,
Manuscrise) textul articolului este un rezumat sau chiar o copie intreagd a textului din lucrarea
anterioara, numai In cateva cazuri apdrand schimbadri in partea tehnicd. Daca in cazul
Tapiseriilor si Costumelor nationale eliminarea de la o lucrare la alta pare justd, cele doua
categorii de artefacte putand avea cu greu legatura cu arheologia®, lipsa categoriei Statui nu
are nici o justificare in opinia noastrd. Articolul se incheie brusc, cu detaliile privind
fotografierea manuscriselor, iar Trutat nu avea sa mai revina asupra subiectului, desi continua
sa publice In revista pand la incetarea aparitiei acesteia, in 1906, despre fotografie si
antropologie, fotografie si astronomie sau fotografia in culori, reluand uneori teme abordate
in trecut. Tot aici, Intr-un articol intitulat ,, Trecutul, prezentul si viitorul fotografiei” (E. Trutat
1902), Trutat da dovada de un extraordinar spirit vizionar (L. Lebart, F. Gaillard 2011, p. 206),
inchipuind o fotografie debarasata total de intregul arsenal de laborator, viziune implinitd o
sutd de ani mai tarziu odatd cu dezvoltarea fotografiei digitale: ,,Deci putem spera totul de la
viitor; fdra indoiald ca noi transformadri vor veni sa se schimbe complet metodele actuale;
sdrurile de argint, singure stapane ale fotografiei, ar putea fi foarte bine detronate intr-o zi de
cateva corpuri de origine organicd. Toate operatiunile de developare, fixare pot dispdrea si pot
fi inlocuite cu o simpld expunere la lumind. In sfarsit, de ce nu ar trebui s vina o cauz, un
principiu necunoscut sd dea jos toate principiile care guverneaza reactiile fotografice de astazi
si sa deschida un viitor cu totul nou; orice este posibil, s-ar putea spune” (E. Trutat 1902,
p.- 12).

Avansul tehnologic faciliteaza utilizarea in conditii tot mai diverse a aparatului de
fotografiat, inclusiv de catre arheologi, astfel ca in 1904 Sir William Matthew Flinders Petrie
(1853-1942), marele arheolog britanic, ii dedica un capitol intreg> in lucrarea sa fundamentala
(Flinders Petrie 1904), primul manual modern de arheologie — Metode si Obiective in Arheologie
— subliniind utilitatea si importanta acesteia, considerand cad aceasta este un instrument
esential pentru documentarea stiintifica a cercetdrii arheologice (W.M. Flinders Petrie 1904,
p- 73). Considerat parintele fotografiei arheologice in Egipt (P. Spencer 2012, p. 4-5), Flinders
Petrie defineste clar rolul fotografiei, considerata de rigueur in toate situatiile cand alte tipuri
de documentare nu puteau fi folosite (S. Gibson, T. Rajak 1990, p. 114-115) — dar in acelasi timp

Textul este aproape in totalitate tehnic si pleaca
de la premisa ca cititorul/arheologul are deja o calificare oarecare in utilizarea aparatului de
fotografiat, o dovada in plus privind prezenta fotografiei in practica curenta arheologica. Daca
indicatiile privind aparatura necesara (subscrise experientei sale in Orientul apropiat, desigur)
nu diferd prea mult de cele ale predecesorilor sdi, ies in evidenta insa indicatiile privind
tratamentul diverselor categorii de obiecte sau constructii inainte de fotografiere in teren
(FE.N. Bohrer 2011, p. 83). Cele mai multe dintre ele se regdsesc in lucrdrile similare ulterioare
precum si in practica arheologicd curentd, in timp ce unele, prea intruzive, au fost
abandonate®.

Lucrarea lui Flinders Petrie pune bazele metodologiei arheologice moderne, modelul
sau fiind urmat de numeroase alte lucrdri similare in sec. XX. Viziunea lui Petrie situeaza fara
dubii fotografia intre metodele de Inregistrare absolut necesare practicii arheologice curente,
ceea ce permite dezvoltarea unei ramuri aparte, fotografia arheologica. Procesul evolutiv al
acestei noi ramuri nu este incheiat odata cu opera lui Petrie, lipsindu-i inca suportul teoretic
dar si practica auto-interogdrii si reflexivitatii, addugiri absolut necesare care sunt ilustrate
ulterior, treptat, in lucrari aparute pana spre sfarsitul sec. XX%, datorate deopotrivd unor
fotografi si arheologi.

Abstract: The paper presents an analysis on the pigments used to decorate the ceramic vessels discovered
in the archaeological site of Galdtui - Movila Berzei, in a dwelling — sanctuary. Six representative ceramic
fragments were used. Digital optical microscopy was used to visualize microscopic details, such as the macro- and
microstructure of the materials used for decoration. Also, for the quantitative and qualitative analysis of the
crystalline structure of the powder samples taken from the decoration areas, X-ray diffraction (XRD) was used,
which indicated the presence of calcite as the main component of the white paste used and hematite, in the areas
with traces of red paint. The analyzed ceramic fragments present different decorative patterns, from parallel and
broken lines, to checkerboard-type patterns that denote a special leaning towards aesthetics of the communities
from Galdatui - Movila Berzei.

Rezumat: Lucrarea prezintd rezultatele unei analize a pigmentilor utilizati pentru decorarea vaselor
ceramice descoperite in situl arheologic de la Galdtui — Movila Berzei, intr-o locuintd — sanctuar.

@ Contextul arheologic al descoperirilor

Fragmentele ceramice care fac obiectul prezentului articol au fost descoperite la Galatui
- Movila Berzei, com. Alexandru Odobescu, jud. Caldrasi, si sunt parte a Colectiei de ceramica
fragmentara a Muzeului Dundrii de Jos.

Situl arheologic se afla pe malul de sud al lacului Galatui, pe o terasa inaltd, intre
localitatile Alexandru Odobescu si Galdtui (M. Neagu 1999; 2003; M. Neagu et alii 2001). Pe
unele harti, punctul mai apare si cu denumirile de ,,Movila Cotet” sau ,,Movila Verde” (M.
Neagu et alii 2002; fig. 1).

Asezarea a fost descoperita de M. Anghelina, iar cercetarile de aici au debutat in anul
1980, avand caracter de salvare, datorita lucrarilor de terasare a malului inalt al lacului, dar si
a lucrarilor agricole care se desfdsurau in zona. Intre anii 1981-1983, cercetirile au fost
coordonate de Marian Neagu. incepand cu anul 2000, cercetrile au fost reluate de un colectiv
format din Marian Neagu, Valentin Parnic si Florin Radulescu (M. Neagu et alii 2001).

Ca urmare a cercetarilor arheologice desfasurate in perioada 1981-1983, a fost stabilita
succesiunea stratigrafica a sitului, fiind identificate trei niveluri de locuire: primul nivel a fost
atribuit comunitdtilor Bolintineanu; al doilea a fost datat ca apartindand comunitatilor Boian -
Giulesti (prima patrundere a acestor comunitati; etapa Greaca, conform periodizarii propusa
de E. Comsa); ultimul nivel a fost datat ca apartinand etapei tarzii a comunitdtilor Boian -
Giulesti (M. Neagu et alii 2001; M. Neagu 1999).

Fragmentele de vase pe care le-am supus analizei noastre, provin din acest ultim nivel
de locuire, din asa-numita .locuinta — sanctuar”, care avea dimensiuni considerabile, cu o
suprafata de cca 80 mp (M. Neagu 2001; 2003) (fig. 2). Din punct de vedere tipologic, ceramica
din acest nivel de locuire poate fi datatd la sfarsitul mil. V - inceputul mil. IV a.Chr. (M. Neagu
1999). Ceramica este foarte bine arsa, prezintda culori de la galben - caramiziu la rosu,
probabil la o temperatura mai ridicata decat cea din nivelul Boian - Giulesti anterior
(M. Neagu 2003). In ceea ce priveste tehnicile de ornamentare, a fost utilizata barbotina,
decorul in relief, incizia, excizia sau canelura. Decorul excizat este o caracteristica ce
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individualizeaza ceramica Boian - Giulesti (M. Neagu 2003; E. Comsa 1974), iar umplerea
exciziilor cu pastd alba se realiza dupa ardere (B. Constantinescu et alii 2007; R. Bugoi et alii
2008; R. Giustetto et alii 2013).

@ Materiale si metode de analiza

Materiale

Au fost selectate sase fragmente ceramice din colectia de ceramica fragmentard a
Muzeului Dunarii de Jos din Caldrasi, urmdrind principiul cromatic, astfel incat sa avem
posibilitatea de a analiza si a descoperi structura pigmentilor folositi de membrii comunitatii
Boian - Giulesti de la Galatui - Movila Berzei.

Probele ceramice selectate au o grosime inferioara valorii de 1 cm. Dimensiunile lor
variazd. Probele B1.P.6.2., B1.P.6.4. si B1.P.6.6. au modele cu linii curbe paralele. Probele
B1.P.6.1. si B1.P.6.5. au fost decorate cu linii frante, iar fragmentele B1.P.6.3. au prezente pe
suprafetele acestora modele de tipul tablei de sah, modele care dezvaluie originea sudicd a
comunitatilor Boian - Giulesti (M. Neagu 2003; C. Alpagut 2021).

In ceea ce priveste coloristica probelor si, mai ales, a pigmentilor folositi in decorarea
vaselor, membrii comunitatii Boian de la Galdtui - Movila Berzei au folosit pastd cu pigment
alb, dar si vopsea cu pigment rosu, insa pe niciuna din probe nu s-a observat folosirea ambelor
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vopsele concomitent. Vopseaua rosie, destul de degradata, se afld in incrustatiile din B1.P.6.1
si B1.P.6.2., evidentiatd la microscopul optic digital (tab. 1).

Metode de cercetare

In studiul nostru, am apelat la metode arheometrice pentru a identifica, cantitativ si
calitativ, structura cristalind a pigmentilor utilizati pe suprafetele fragmentelor ceramice.
Determindrile experimentale au fost efectuate in Institutul de Cercetare Stiintifica si
Tehnologica Multidisciplinara si in Laboratorul de Materiale Avansate si Microfluidica al
Facultatii de Ingineria Materialelor si Mecanica din cadrul Universitdtii ,Valahia” din
Targoviste.

Pentru studiul microscopic s-a utilizat microscopul digital Levenhuk DTX RC4,
folosind mariri de aproximativ 40x.

Analiza XRD a fost efectuata cu ajutorul difractometrului de raze X (XRD) Rigaku
Ultima IV (Rigaku, Tokyo, Japonia), radiatie Cu-Ka cu lungime de unda A=0,15406 nm.
Protocolul de analiza cuprinde urmadtoarele etape:

Etapa 1. Prelevarea si prelucrarea probelor

Pentru analiza calitativa si cantitativa a structurii pigmentilor, s-au prelevat material
alb si pigment rosu din incrustatii, cu ajutorul unei freze de mana cu varf diamantat,
operatiune efectuata sub microscop, pentru a avea precizie ridicata si pentru a se evita pe cat
posibil prelevarea impreuna cu materialului ceramic al fragmentelor de vase. Apoi, pulberile
prelevate au fost mojarate pand la dimensiunea limitda datd de duritatea acestora. Toate
operatiile de pregatire a probelor au avut in vedere precautii privind evitarea contamindrii sau
a modificarilor de faza ale probelor. Pulberea a fost depusd pe lamele de sticld in vederea
analizei XRD.

Etapa a 2-a. Dezvoltarea setdrilor experimentale optime si achizitiei datelor

Au fost testate mai multe configuratii experimentale, dintre care s-au ales urmatorii
parametri pentru varianta optima: geometrie in fascicul Bragg-Brentano; tensiunea anodica 40
KV; intensitatea curentului anodic 30 mA; scanare continud cu viteza de 1° x min™, la un pas
de 0,01°; domeniul unghiular (26) = 10-100°.

Etapa a 3-a. Prelucrarea si interpretarea datelor experimentale
Pentru aceasta etapa, au fost luate In considerare urmatoarele limitari: In cazul amestecurilor
continand mai multe faze cristaline, se pot inregistra suprapuneri ale spectrelor de difractie,
care pot conduce la confuzii in identificarea fiecdrei faze; sensibilitatea metodei XRD este de
peste 1%. De asemenea, interpretarea s-a facut utilizand software-ul PDXL 2.2. pe baza
pattern-urilor (carduri ICDD - continute in baza de date PDF4+, actualizata 2022) din categoria
S (Star Patterns — Extremely high-quality data), respectiv I (Indexed Patterns — Indexed high
quality data).

@ Rezultate si interpretare

Microscopie optica digitala

Imaginile la microscop obtinute, prezentate in tabelul 1, au pus in evidenta nuante
variate de culori si forme de dispunere a acestora pe suprafetele probelor.

Probele B1.P.6.1. si B1.P.6.2. prezinta urme de decor cu pigment rosu depus in
incrustatii. in general, zonele decorate cu rosu au fost puternic degradate de factorii de mediu.

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Materialul alb, depus in incrustatiile de la probele B1.P.6.4., B1.P.6.5., B1.P.6.6., are o
structura grosiera ceea ce conduce la ipoteza ca s-a folosit pulbere cu granulatie foarte mare.
De asemenea, se remarcd prezenta unor formatiuni cristaline galbui, acestea nefiind altceva
decat impuritati depuse de-a lungul timpului. Pentru probele B1.P.6.3. si B1.P.6.6. nu s-a putut
efectua analiza XRD deoarece nu este suficientd cantitate de vopsea alba.

Difractie de raze X

Analiza XRD ne dezvéluie cd pulberea prelevata din materialul alb din incrustatii este
formata din calcit (majoritar), insotit de cuart, richterit, wadeit de titan, titanat feros si sulfat
de fier, calciu si aluminiu (tab. 2, fig. 3). Nu este prezentd hidroxiapatita, ceea ce arata ca nu s-
au folosit fragmente de oase mdcinate in materialul alb de decor.

In volumul coordonat de M. Neagu in 2003 sunt prezentate rezultatele analizelor XRD
efectuate de Gheorghe Niculescu asupra unor pigmenti aplicati pe ceramicd Boian - Giulesti,
dintre care 10 probe sunt din situl de la Galatui - Movila Berzei, care contin si alte materiale
utilizate pentru decorarea cu pigment alb, unele probe avand hidroxiapatitd, probabil din oase
(G. Niculescu 2003).

Traditia decordrii cu pasta alba s-a pastrat si in faza Vidra a aceleiasi culturi (V. Opris
et alii 2022), dar si in faza Spantov (G. Gata, C. Mateescu 1987; E. Koutouvaki et alii 2021).
Calcitul putea fi obtinut din mdcinarea cochiliilor de moluste sau din surse locale minore si
aleatorii, din straturi geologice de calcar sau marne. Procurarea calcitului putea necesita si
deplasarea pand in zona carpaticd sau traversarea Dunadrii, catre depozitele mari. Schimburile,
chiar si de pigmenti, erau des Intalnite si ele, lucru dovedit de prezenta scoicilor de origine
mediteraneeand Spondylus si Antalis In zona Dundrii de Jos (C. Lazar ef alii 2018) ceea ce
inseamnd ca membrii comunitatii de la Galdtui - Movila Berzei erau conectati cu lumea
balcanica de la acea vreme.

Analizele XRD (fig. 4 si 5, tab. 3) ale probelor nedecorate cu alb (B1.P.6.1. si B1.P.6.2) ne
arata faptul ca in afara de un continut majoritar de cuart si alti compusi specifici argilei din
care s-a obtinut masa ceramicd, in pulberea prelevata sunt prezenti pigmentii rosii hematit
(7,4-7,6%) (tab. 3).

Utilizarea hematitului drept pigment pentru culoarea rosie este greu de demonstrat,
mai ales cand procentele sunt relativ mici si nu existd analize pe surse locale de lut pentru
comparatii, deoarece oxizii de fier, care prin ardere oxidanta accentueaza culoarea rosiatica
(G. Artioli 2012), se gasesc in majoritatea argilelor folosite in cultura Boian. Totusi, strict pentru
aceste probe, culoarea pigmentului se datoreaza hematitului, fiind singurul compus cu aceasta
culoare in pulbere detectat prin analiza XRD.

@ Concluzii

Analizele arheometrice efectuate asupra unor fragmente ceramice din asezarea Boian
de la Galatui - Movila Berzei, aduc o contributie in determinarea structurii cristaline si a
calitatii pigmentilor cu care au fost decorate vasele ceramice apartinand acelei civilizatii.
Analizele prin difractie de raze X (XRD) ne indica faptul ca materialele folosite drept pasta
alba pentru decor contin preponderent calcit, fara prezenta hidroxiapatitei, ceea ce arata ca
pentru decorarea vaselor ale caror fragmente au fost cercetate, nu s-a utilizat pulbere din oase.
Microscopia digitald ne-a dezvaluit faptul ca pasta alba de decor este constituita din pulbere
alba macinatd grosier.

Abstract: In this contribution the author presents a batch of stone curved knives from the settlement of
Glina-La Nuci, Ilfov County. They belong to the old collections of National Museum of Antiquities and are a part
of a larger effort to recover unpublished data and artefacts from this settlement investigated by known figures of
Romanian archaeology such as Ion Nestor, Mircea Petrescu-Ddmbovita or Eugen Comsa. In addition to the
description of the artefacts, the origin, distribution and possible functions of this type of object are briefly discussed.

Rezumat: In aceastd contributie autorul prezintd un lot de cutite curbe de piatri din statiunea Glina-La
Nuci, judetul lifov. Acestea apartin vechilor colectii din cadrul Muzeului National de Antichititi si fac parte
dintr-un efort mai larg de a recupera informatii si artefacte inedite din aceastd asezare cercetati de nume cunoscute
ale arheologiei romdnesti precum lon Nestor, Mircea Petrescu-Dimbovita sau Eugen Comsa.

@ Introducere

Asezarea preistorica de la Glina-La Nuci (pl. I/1, 2) a facut obiectul unor cercetari
arheologice In mai multe etape, anume in anii 1926-1927 (Ion Nestor), 1943 si 1945-1948
(Mircea Petrescu-Dambovita) si 1969-1970 (Mircea Petrescu-Dambovita si Eugen Comsa). A
fost stabilitd succesiunea dintre culturile Boian si Gumelnita si a fost definita o noua cultura
atribuita epocii bronzului, numita Glina III (C.E. Stefan 2015-2016, p. 137-138, cu bibliografia
anterioara).

Despre locuirea Glina din aceasta asezare se stie foarte putin, deoarece publicarea
sapdturilor este lacunara. Cunoastem faptul ca au existat trei niveluri, cu o grosime totald de
50-80 cm, iar locuintele erau simple colibe prevazute cu vetre; au mai fost descoperite
numeroase gropi si doua cuptoare (E. Comsa, M. Petrescu-Dambovita 1996, p. 194; R. Bajenaru
2014, p. 69, nr. cat. 318).

O parte din informatiile arheologice referitoare la acest important sit au vazut lumina
tiparului In ultimii ani, fie ca este vorba de date din arhiva (C.E. Stefan 2015-2016), fie de
anumite obiecte mentionate numai in treacat in publicatii (C.E. Stefan 2016; 2022).

Informatiile despre contextele pieselor sunt precare, marcajele acestora indicand
(atunci cand sunt prezente), in afara numarului de inventar, anul descoperirii, eventual
adancimea si/sau caroul. Cele mai multe piese au mentiunea anului scrisd, 1943, 1945 sau 1947,
ceea ce ne arata ca au fost descoperite In cea de a doua etapa a cercetdrilor de la Glina. Pentru
anul 1943, sumarul raport de activitate publicat mentioneaza cateva piese de acest tip, din
pacate fara alte amanunte (M. Petrescu-Dambovita 1944, p. 67). O piesa de acest tip din silex
si alta din gresie din aceeasi asezare sunt ilustrate cu prilejul tratatului privind istoria
Romaniei din 1960 (I. Nestor 1960, p. 91, Fig. 17/1, 2). Trei cutite curbe din silex de la Glina
sunt amintite in sinteza bine-cunoscuta privind armele si uneltele de piatra cioplita descoperite
pe teritoriul Romaniei (A. Padunescu 1970, p. 203-204, nota 3).

Pentru datarea absoluta a culturii Glina a fost propus relativ recent intervalul 2700-
2400 BC (R. Bajenaru 2014, p. 258). Acest interval este confirmat, cel putin in parte, de noile
date radiocarbon pentru contexte Glina (R. Bdjenaru 2021, p. 559 si nota 51; P. Mirea,
A. Frinculeasa 2021, p. 26-28, tab. 1 si fig. 1). Aproximativ in aceastd perioada putem incadra
si cutitele curbe descoperite in contexte Glina la sud de Carpati.

In ceea ce priveste originea cutitelor curbe (Krummesser in limba germand, termen
incetdtenit si In arheologia romaneasca) cercetdtorii par sd se puna de acord in privinta unei
prime productii a acestor piese in cadrul culturilor Glina si Schneckenberg (J. Kopacz 2011,
p- 81), asa cum fusese presupus mai demult (I. Nestor 1945, p. 180). Ramane deschisa problema
daca piesele de metal relativ asemdndtoare au influentat aparitia cutitelor curbe din piatra sau
invers (J. Kopacz 2011, p. 76).

Dupa aparitia lor in mediile Glina de la sud de Carpati, cutitele curbe se raspandesc
atat in cadrul acestei culturi, dar si in perioada urmatoare a bronzului mijlociu, in culturile
Wietenberg, Verbicioara si Tei (N.G.O. Boroftka 1994, p. 218, pl. 90/18, 19; C. Schuster et alii
2013; V. Leahu 2003, p. 74-75, pl. V1/4; VIII/6), dar si spre nord in culturile Costisa, Monteoru
sau Noua (A.C. Florescu 1991, p. 332, fig. 160/2-6; p. 333, fig. 161; p. 335, fig. 163,/8, 9; p. 336,
fig. 4, 6, 8, 10; D. Costache 2007, p. 123-135; J. Kopacz 2011; A. Boroneant, A.-D. Popescu 2017,
p- 51-52; A.-D. Popescu, M. Margarit 2017, p. 101-113; A.-D. Popescu, R. Bdjenaru 2019, p. 303-
316; Frinculeasa et alii 2019, p. 125-138; Constantinescu 2020). Piese de acest tip au fost
descoperite si pe teritoriul de azi al Poloniei, in aria culturilor Otomani si Trzciniec, incepand
cu mileniul II BC (J. Libera et alii 2015; J. Gorski et alii 2022).

Referitor la posibilele functii ale acestui tip de artefact, cea mai plauzibild a fost cea de
secerd (Bajenaru 2014, p. 250; A.-D. Popescu, M. Margdrit 2017, p. 101), insa au fost propuse si
alte intrebuintdri, cum ar fi cea de armd sau insemn al statutului, mai ales pentru cele
descoperite In morminte (D. Costache 2007; C. Schuster et alii 2013, p. 36; A.-D. Popescu,
M. Margarit 2017, p. 101 si nota 2).

Cercetarile mai recente au ardtat si posibila utilizare a acestor piese in activitati precum
razuitul si cojitul, acest lucru fiind dedus in urma analizarii la microscop a urmelor de uzura
(A.-D. Popescu, M. Margarit 2017, p. 103). Pe de altd parte, avand in vedere faptul ca este
posibil ca o parte dintre piese cel putin sa fi fost reascutite periodic, nu este exclus ca acestea
sa fi fost polifunctionale.
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O ipoteza interesantd este lansata cu ocazia analizarii unui lot de piese de acest tip
descoperite in asezarea monteoreana de la Naeni-Zanoaga Cetatea 2. Astfel, autorul propune
utilizarea acestora ca unelte pentru prelucrarea pieilor de animale, pe baza contextelor
domestice in care au fost descoperite si avand in vedere uneltele de os folosite in acelasi scop,
dar si frecventa ridicata a bovinelor si ovinelor in loturile de oase analizate (M. Constantinescu
2020, p. 112).

Cu privire la lotul de cutite curbe analizat aici, putem observa ca din 20 de piese finite,
15 sunt fragmentare si/sau prezinta sparturi in zona taisului (75%). Aceste stigmate nu puteau
surveni in urma unor activitati precum tdierea plantelor, ci mai degraba in contactul cu esente
mai tari (activitati legate de dulgherie, de exemplu). Prezenta celor doua preforme (pl. III/1a-
b si pl. V/1a-b) ne aratd ca cel putin o parte dintre piese erau realizate In asezare, ca urmare a
achizitiei de materii prime, sursele pentru astfel de roci fiind relativ apropiate (T. Bandrabur
1966, p. 20-21; G. Murgeanu, E. Liteanu, 1966) si frecvente!.

Piesele intregi de la Glina au lungimea maxima Intre cca. 13,5 si 17 cm, latimea maxima
intre 5,7 si 7 cm, iar grosimea intre 1,1 si 1,4 cm, dimensiuni constatate in linii mari pentru
piesele din mediile Glina (C. Schuster et alii 2013, p. 30; A. Frinculeasa et alii 2019, p. 128, tab. 1),
dar si in perioadele mai tarzii, in situl de la Costisa, de exemplu (A. Boroneant, A.-D. Popescu
2017, p. 52; A.-D. Popescu, R. Bijenaru 2019, p. 304-305).

Posibile indicii pentru functia acestor cutite curbe ni le pot oferi si contextele
descoperirii acestora. Asa acum am putut constata, piesele de la Glina sunt lipsite de contextele
detaliate in care au fost gdsite, marcajele lor sugerand ca provin din nivelul cultural. Pentru
situl de la Costisa, de exemplu, s-a observat cd unele piese de acest tip provin din apropierea
vetrelor (A.-D. Popescu, M. Margarit 2017, p. 104), ceea ce ne duce cu gandul la o functie
domestica a acestora. Pe de alta parte, descoperirea unui mic depozit constand in patru cutite
curbe, a caror manufacturare n-a fost dusa pana la capat, a fost pusa in legatura cu un posibil
act ceremonial al comunitdtii Monteoru care a avut loc in acelasi timp cu constructia acestui
ansamblu special de pe Cetdfuie, constand in pietre, vetre si ceramica (A.-D. Popescu,
R. Bajenaru 2019, p. 309).

@ Concluzii

Valorificarea unor loturi vechi de artefacte din colectiile muzeelor si institutelor de
profil este utild, in opinia mea, din cel putin doua puncte de vedere: in primul rand este o
problemd de eticd profesionald, deoarece orice sdapdtura arheologicd presupune investitii
umane si financiare si trebuie finalizata printr-o publicatie; in al doilea rand, cu cat sunt mai
multe piese sau situatii arheologice specifice publicate In mod corespunzator, cu atat creste
plaja comparatiilor pentru a putea deduce posibilele functii ale acestora in cadrul
comunitatilor preistorice.

Asa cum s-a mai observat, acest tip de piesa a fost neglijat in trecut deoarece nu are
variante tipologice clare si nu ajutd la stabilirea unor cronologii fine pentru spatii mai largi.
Avand in vedere Insa varietatea de contexte in care cutitele curbe au fost descoperite (asezari,
morminte, depuneri cu valoare simbolica), dar si multitudinea de functii presupuse sau
dovedite pentru ele, consideram cd ar merita mai multd atentie pe viitor, eventual in cadrul

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Report of the first season of
archaeological excavation on Kasegaran II site,
Piranshahr, northwest of Iran

Abstract: Piranshahr city is located in a mountainous region with plains in between the middle of the
mountains. It is located in the northwestern part of Iran in terms of geographical location. In the field survey of
this city, ancient sites from different cultural periods were discovered and studied. Some of these sites provided
evidence of permanent and temporary settlements from the Parthian and Sassanid periods. In this research, the
authors report results of the first season of excavation at Kasegaran II site. This research, which relies on the results
of archaeological excavations and library studies, seeks to answer the following questions: 1- What is the cultural
sequence in Kasegaran I hill? 2- Which cultural period represents the most important settlement in Kasegaran II
hill? The results of studies showed that the area related to the Parthian period had a temporary establishment.
Therefore, no evidence of architecture and permanent residence in this area has been identified.

Rezumat: Orasul Piranshahr este situat intr-o regiune muntoasd cu cdmpii in interiorul muntilor, in
partea de nord-vest a Iranului. In cadrul cercetirilor de teren din jurul acestui oras, au fost descoperite si
investigate situri arheologice, din diferite perioade culturale. In unele dintre aceste situri existd dovezi ale unor
aseziri permanente sau temporare din perioadele partilor si sasanizilor. In acest studiu, autorii prezintd rezultatele
obtinute in urma sapdturilor din primul sezon din sitului Kasegaran II. Cercetarea, care se bazeazd pe rezultatele
sapdturilor arheologice si studiul bibliografic, incearci sd rdspundd la urmdtoarele intrebiri: 1- Care este
sucesiunea culturald in situl Kasegaran 11?7 2- Care perioadd culturald reprezintd cea mai importantd locuire in
situl Kasegaran II? Rezultatele studiilor au ardtat cd zona locuitd In perioadd partd a fost doar o locuire
temporard. Astfel, nu s-a identificat nicio dovadd arhitecturald sau ale vreunei locuiri permanente in aceastd zond.

@ Introduction

Northwest Iran, better known as Azerbaijan in historical sources, has an important
place in Iranian archaeological studies. Evidence from different cultural periods has been
identified and excavated in this geographical area so far. However, the cultural context of this
region in the Parthian period' is less known than other periods, and information of this period
is generally based on the results of the excavations in areas such as Qal’eh Zohak in Hashtrud
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! The Parthian period began from 247 BC to 224 AD in the history of Iran.
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(W. Kleiss 1973), Jar burials in Germi (S. Kambakhshfard 1998), Bakhtak Castle in Malekan
(A. Sadraei 2001), Mahneshan Castle in Zanjan (A. Khosrozadeh, A. Aali 2010), Kohne Pasgah
(B. Aqalari, M. Deh Pahlaven 2011), Barkamran Tepe (E. Bodagqi et alii 2021), Qezel Qayah Hill
in Meshgin Shahr (R. Rezalu 2018), and Tapeh Shotorban (F. Rahimi 2017).

The region of northwestern Iran in the Parthian period was a part of the semi-
autonomous state of Atropates (Rawlinson 1840). Mede Atropaten is a name of land taken its
name of General Atropats (F.M. Jones 1928, p. 303). The members of this dynasty continued
their hereditary state over Azerbaijan until the beginning of the first century AD (R. Rais Niya
2007, p. 342). But after the death of Mehrdad II, Tigranes II, after conquering all of northern
Mesopotamia, also subdued Atropates (M. Diakonoff 1965, p. 59). The Parthians added the
territory of Armenia to their territory after the establishment of internal order and the
consolidation of their government during the reign of Mehrdad II (A.D.H. Bivar 2004, p. 142).
This action was the beginning of continuous conflicts between Iran and Rome over the
annexation of Armenia until this land was then passed ‘hand to hand” between Iran and Rome
(P. Hossein Talaee, M. Maleki 2017, p. 864). In general, the northwestern region of Iran acted
as a link between the territories of Armenia, east of Anatolia, and northern Iraq. Therefore, it
is necessary to do coherent archaeological studies related to this period. Various sites of this
period were identified in the study of a damming project of Kani Sib in 2017, some of which
belong to the Parthian period. Kasegaran II was excavated as a single cultural period site, and
its results are important to understand the settlement status of the northwestern region of Iran
in the Parthian period. Due to the lack of cultural data on the Parthian period in northwestern
Iran (E. Haerinck 1997, p. 139), undoubtedly, these discoveries from the newly excavated
sites will play an important role in presenting a documented chronology and explaining the
settlement patterns of the Parthian period and the cultural effect on the region in this period.

@ Research method

In excavating the Kasegaran II site, the contexts method was used for excavation and
the Harris Matrix diagram was used to show the precedence and latency of different contexts.
The context method was such that each soil layer that had a completely different texture, color,
density, or cultural data from the previous layer was contractually assigned a context number.
Each context was identified by the name Cont and a number starting with 1000 (e.g. Cont:
1001).

@ The geographical location of Kasegaran II site

Kashegaran II site is located in Piranshahr City, in the northwest of Iran, with the
geographical coordinates of N 36°37'7.74" and E 45°13'47.69" and an altitude of 1400 meters
above sea level. The current bed of the Zab River passes through at a distance of 120 meters.
The nearest heights to this area are Qandil Mountains. Kasegaran II site is a natural site with
a bed of calcareous clay. The apex of this site is almost flat, which has been under beet
cultivation for a long time, and its western part continues with a relatively steep slope to the
bank of the Zab River.

@ The excavated trenches

After preliminary archaeological surveys, carried out by the authors at the surface of
the Kaseshagaran Il site, it was determined that the surface data of the site generally belong to
the Parthian period. On this basis, the first excavation season of the site of Kasegaran II was
dedicated to the achievement of six trenches with the names Tr.1, Tr.2, Tr.3, Tr.4, Tr.5, Tr.6 in
different places, which had a better background in terms of accumulation rate than other areas
(fig. 2). The excavated trenches have three different contexts. They include the first context of
the surface layer of the site, the second context as an occupation layer that is dark brown, and
context 3 as the natural soil bed of the site. The excavated trenches determined the status of
the settlement in this site. Accordingly, the site was used in the Parthian period. Trench 1 was
considered as the reference stratigraphic section of the site.

Trench 1

Trench 1 was created in the determined northern part of the studied site, in the north
of the slope. The reason for selecting this place to create a trench was the considerable volume
of pottery that was more visible in this part than anywhere else (fig. 3). This trench has
dimensions of 5 x 5 meters and the highest point of the trench is its eastern corner.

Context 1 001

This context contains dark-colored soil on which plowing traces can be seen up to a
depth of about 20 cm. This context is, in fact, organic humic soil, containing pottery pieces,
plant roots, and scattered cobbles. Almost all the pottery pieces obtained in this part included
the body of the vessels. The thickness of this context was about 20 to 25 cm. As mentioned,
working on the surface of this context was very difficult due to its wetness and it was separated
from the ground in the form of sticky pieces of mud. Its cultural materials consisted only of
clay pieces, the majority of which were made of pottery.

Context 1 002

This context became apparent after context 1 in the southwestern half of the trench,
which was clearly visible in the central wall of the trench. In fact, after excavating about 20 to
25 cm from the context of 1001, the trench soil came out of the dark state. Its texture was also
firmer and contained very large particles of lime. In this context, the soil was light brown with
a lot of calcareous inclusions. The excavation surface of context 2 002 in the western half of the
trench went to a depth of 130 cm relative to the eastern corner. The color and texture of the soil
did not change to the mentioned depth and did not contain any cultural materials. The
excavation of the eastern half of the trench continued to a depth of 78 cm relative to the eastern
corner of the trench. The soil was light brown with lime particles and, like the western half, it
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lacked any cultural material. Despite the higher density of pottery in this part of the site, the
cultural deposit of this part was very low compared to other parts and generally the topsoil
had pottery pieces to a depth of about 20 to 25 cm. Excavation of the complete surface of Trench
I was stopped in the western half to a depth of 130 and in the eastern half to a depth of about
78 cm relative to the southeast corner.

Context 1 003

This context has been asigned to the natural bed of the site, which lacks any cultural
materials and human activities. Other trenches of this site have been similar to this trench in
terms of excavated layers, which are briefly described in table 1 (tab. 1).

@ Pottery findings

About 360 pieces of pottery were obtained from the site of Kasegaran II during an
archaeological excavation season. 203 pieces, which were very small and non-diagnostic, were
counted as statistical samples, and 157 pieces, which included larger pieces and a number of
criteria, were recorded in the pottery information table. Among these potteries, 94 pieces were
selected for drawings. In this article, 5 pottery has been studied as a sample (fig. 4). These
potteries are generally related to small and medium-sized vessels that have been common and
everyday items, and mostly include bowls, open-mouthed jugs. Most of the pottery obtained
from this hill is related to the body of earthenware; the body of earthenware makes up about
75% of the findings, the edge about 15%, the base about 6%, the handle less than 1%, and other
findings of pottery about 2% of the total potteries obtained from the Kasegaran II site. The
pottery register table also describes the type of decoration, pottery coating, paste, thickness,
and their size (tab. 1).

About 40% of the potteries obtained from Kasegaran II site are in red spectrum (red,
terracotta, orange) and about 2% of them are of gray type of pottery. 54% of the obtained
pottery was also in the brown spectrum. About 11% of the potteries had traces of wash and
about 2% of them had slip. Thus, most of the potteries obtained from this site was in brown
spectrum. The red color spectrum also makes up the most color after brown (fig. 5).

Potteries of Kasegaran II site are generally handmade (90%) in terms of construction
and only 10% of theme are made with a potter wheel. Wheel-making vessels generally
consisted of small jugs and bowls. Most of the potteries obtained from this area has about 76%
adequate combustion and the rest has about 24% incomplete firing. Some potteries are also of
type of kitchen and smoky.

Pottery decorations

In Kasegaran II site, a very small number of potteries are decorated with added or
incised reliefs. About 9% had added decoration and only one piece of registered pottery was
decorated. This method of decoration actually included adding strings of flowers to the body
of pottery, which in some cases, after adding this flower, they decorated in different ways.
These decorations include rope-shaped ornaments. Another way of decorating pottery was
that after shaping the pottery and before firing it in the kiln, they created motifs or reliefs on
the vessels in the form of incised using sharp objects. This type of decoration was parallel and
wavy in the form of incised reliefs (intaglio).

Chronology of pottery

The collection of potteries obtained from the excavation of Kasegaran II site is limited
in terms of variety and the relatively small number of embossed pieces. Regarding the samples
of potteries obtained from the Parthian and Sassanid sites of the western and northwestern
regions of Iran, there are similarities between the collection of the potteries of this site and the
Parthian potteries of other sites, such as the pottery of Qal’eh Zohak in Hashtrud (J. Ghandgar
2000; W. Kleiss 1973, p. 184-185), Bisotun in Kermanshah (W. Kleiss 1970, p. 158-168), Bakhtak
Castle in Malekan (5. Abdi, M. Vahedi 2016, p. 584-594), Mahneshan Castle in Zanjan
(A. Khosrozadeh, A. Aali 2010, p. 90), Kohne Pasgah (B. Aqalari, M. Deh Pahlaven 2011, p. 33),
Qezel Qayah Hill in Meshgin Shahr (R. Rezalu 2018, p. 589), and Soghanlui site of Piranshahr
(E. Bodagqi 2019, p. 70).

@ Stone tools

Due to geographical location of Kasegarn Il site, which is located on a river terrace, and
in terms of the landscape and its natural potentials including the richness of vegetation and,
consequently, the animal population of the region, it could be a very suitable place to attract
population. 19 pieces of stone tools were found in the excavation of trenches (fig. 6). All of
them are non-significant samples and do not help much in determining their relative age.

@ Archaeofauna

In the excavation of trenches 1, 2, and 5, 13 pieces of animal bones were found (fig. 7).
These bones include the small ruminants, domestic goat (Capra hircus), horse, and domestic
cow (Bos taurus). It seems that these bones belonged to animals that contributed to the
livelihood of people living in Kasegaran II site.

@ Conclusions

The settlement status and sequence of the cultural layer of the site were determined
based on the results of the excavation of six trenches in Kasegaran II site. Accordingly,
considering the volume of pottery data and the lack of evidence of architecture in this area, it
can be concluded that the site has been used as a temporary settlement; Therefore, in general,
by analyzing the data obtained from the excavation, it can be inferred that most of the
identified sites from Parthian settlements in Piranshahr City, only included a period of poor
settlement pattern. These settlements were formed in a place where there has been no
occupation of other periods in these sites, and the Parthian monolayer establishment has not
been considered either before or after. Single-period settlements, which often lacked
architecture and only resided in certain seasons of the year, can be attributed to nomadic tribes.

Regarding the expansion of settlements and nomadic communities in the Piranshahr
region during the Parthian period (247 BC to 224 AD), it seems that there was an uncontrolled
expansion of population or a kind of population explosion and consequently a lack of primary
resources, especially for ranchers who are leading groups of these tribes to mountainous and
uninhabited areas for the first time and have left their mark in some neighborhoods.
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An investigation and analysis of the petroglyphs of
Qoshadash, Sungun, Varzeqan (NW Iran)
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Abstract: As an earliest manifestation of the visual arts in human history, petroglyphs most probably
represented the most universal means of message conveyance in antiquity. They undoubtedly have some bearing
on understanding social relations, beliefs, culture and other aspects of human life as they reveal aspects of
contemporary art and aesthetics. A profusion of petroglyphs have been recovered throughout the world. In Iran,
the Qara Dagh region of Azerbaijan is among the major districts with abundant evidence of such art.
Archaeological surveys in the area of the Sungun Copper Mine in Varzeqan County in the summer of 2022
identified three fresh petroglyph sites. Coming in a wide variety of human, animal and emblematic motifs, the
portrayed images tend to reflect pecking technique, but rare instances of incisinglengraving are also attested.
Examining the petroglyphs from Qoshadash, one of the three recently discovered sites, the present paper sought
to: 1) specify the existing motif types at the site, and 2) set out the comparisons with other sites. This descriptive
analytic work drew upon data from both field and library research. Typologically, human, animal and geometric
motifs were identify, and parallels in motif design occurred with different regions of Iran and the Caucasus.

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@ Introduction

As a subclass of rock art, petroglyphs were frequently used by different cultures as a
medium to express thoughts and beliefs (S. Sheikh Akbarizadeh et alii 2013, p. 196), and rituals
and religions specific to each culture (D.L. Gillette et alii 2014, p. 1), and as an important part
of rock art and a branch of the disciplines of art and archaeology is of particular importance
all over the world (M. Naserifard 2016, p. 16). The northwest quadrant is among the Iranian
regions with known evidence of rock art, and there the Qara Dagh region, especially the Qara
Su River basin, is deemed an important petroglyph center (M. Kazemi, R. Rezaloo 2018, p. 9).
Relevant investigations at Sungun (J. Rafifar 2006), Shaharyeri (Sh. Hourshid 2007),
Dowzdaghi (M. Kazempur et alii 2016), Sheikh Madi (M. Kazemi et alii 2016), Mashiran
(A. Binandeh, P. Fatahzadeh 2015), Khanim Alilou (S. Sattarnejad, S. Abdollahi 2020), and
Dava Darasi Horand (S. Sattarnejad et alii 2020), Ghafeleghatar (S. Abdolahi et alii 2021) have
recorded an assortment of human, animal, symbolic and plant representations. Despite their
diversity, they exhibit shared morphology, content, and meaning (H. Mollasalehi et alii 2007).

In early 2022, three new petroglyph sites were identified in the course of archaeological
surveys implemented in the environs of the Sungun Copper Mine in Varzeqan County. The
present paper introduces and examines the petroglyphs that were recorded at one of these
sites, namely Qoshadash. The main questions here are:

1. What motif types are present at Qoshadash?
2. At which petroglyphs sites do they find parallels?

A descriptive-analytical approach is adopted to investigate into the data that were
collected through both field and library research. The importance of recording and examining
these petroglyphs from Sungun in Varzeqan County of northwest Iran for completing the
archaeological map of the country and analysis of the pre-Islamic rock art cannot be
overemphasized. Understanding and explicating their character is thus an important step
towards the reconstruction of the cultural background and settlement patterns of regional
populations.

@ Research method

This research involved both field and library methods. As part of the former, following
their initial identification in the course of the systematic survey, the rocks containing
petroglyph images were first numbered and the petroglyphs were documented in terms of
motif distribution and frequency, motifs dimensions, involved techniques, motif type as well
as photographing. As part of the latter, all available data was subjected to comparative study,
analysis and interpretation.

@ Research history

Iranian rock art has witnessed a growing scholarly attention in the recent centuries
(M. Naserifard 2016). The Italian expedition (G. Dessau 1960), and C. McBurney (1969, p. 14-
16) were among the first to introduce and study petroglyphs from Lorestan, Sistan and
Baluchestan, and Mirmalas. In recent years, rock art studies have begun to cover different parts
of the country, among which are those by Mohammad Rahim Saraf (1987) and Jamal Lahafian
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(2013). With Northwest Iran being no exception (M. Kazemi, R. Rezaloo 2018), the
investigations in Mahabad (Savujbulaq) (S. Mohammadi Qasirian, R. Naderi 2007), Qara Dagh
Arasbaran (J. Rafifar 2006), Meshginshahr (Sh. Hourshid 2007; M. Kazemi 2014), Ahar
(M. Kazempur et alii 2011), Navasar in Horand (K. Karimi 2016), Shahindezh (A. Binandeh
2016), Dava Darasi Horand (S. Sattarnejad et alii 2020), Khanim Alilou (S. Sattarnejad,
S. Abdollahi 2020) are but few noticeable instances.

@ Geographic location of Varzeqan County

Varzeqan County is located in northern East Azerbaijan Province, in the western part
of the mountainous region of Gara Dagh (F. Allahyari 2009, p. 18) (fig. 1). It consists of the two
districts of Central and Kharvana, which in turn each consist of four and three rural districts,
respectively. A number of seasonal rivers, such as Ahar Chay, Agbulag Chay, and Joshun
Chay, flow across the county which is characterized by a mountainous terrain. Tracing their
formation back to the Eocene period, the Qara Dagh mountains are formed by different
volcanoes that massively penetrated the Cretaceous limestones, which has a pleasant effect on
the regional morphology. The region is a major center of copper and gold mining in Iran.

The archaeological survey of 2022 around the Sungun Copper Mine recorded
several sites, including forts and cemeteries that date from the Bronze to the Iron Age (I and
IT) periods. An important identified site was Qoshadash, where large numbers of petroglyphs
were attested.

@ Petroglyph site of Qoshadash

This rock art site is located at 4297300 N and 0743965 E, at an altitude of 1300 m.
Pastoralism, in particular goat and sheep raising constituted the major local subsistence mode.
The petroglyphs of Qoshadash were depicted on black rocks located on the steep terrace
dominating the old nomad route familiarly known as ‘el yoli". Made on a series of black rocks
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running about 100 m north-south and 700 m east-west, the images form a relatively large
complex (fig. 2). In cases the motifs were virtually lost to erosion and weathering. In general,
the legible instances include animal and human motifs, with those interpreted as goats (ibexes)
predominating. The 50 images so far deciphered are divided between five humans, 40 ibexes,
and five deer. Although for the most part the pecking technique was involved, on other rare
occasions incising/engraving was evident. The motifs show variation in dimensions, and range
in depth from 1 to 3 m. Some examples were nearly of the same color as — and thus almost
indistinguishable from — the rock surface.

® Motifs classification and typology

In total, 60 images were found at Qoshadash depicted on four discrete slabs, both singly
and combined. The identified motifs were first sorted based on three variables into four
general categories of human, animal, and geometric-emblematic motifs, a categorization that
would later underpin their typological classification. Note that the assemblage is splittable into
several subgroups by type and style (fig. 3). The categorization was followed by a
comprehensive enumeration of the existing motifs to find out the relative percentages of each
group in the whole assemblage.

® Animal motifs

The animal motifs are depicted in a schematic, stylized manner. The represented
species generally relate to hunting, and the subsistence mode and daily life of the local people
(fig. 4.). This group consists of 26 goats, five felines, and two indeterminate species (5%). Also
attested are combined motifs in which the human figure is associated with symbolic motifs in
hunting scene and sometimes in pasture, testifying to their particular role in the local
subsistence that relied on hunting and pastoralism. Close affinities occur between these
representations and the motifs from Yanik Tepe (C.A. Burney 2011, p. 109), Dinkha
(O.W. Muscarella 1974, p. 8), Shahtakhti (Sahtaxt1) of Republic of Azerbaijan (T. Halilov 2013,
p- 209), and Getashen of Armenia (K.K. Kushnareva, K.C. Kusnareva 1997, p. 100), attesting to
possible interactions of the sedentary and nomadic groups of the region. Broad economic and
social interactions of the Near Eastern nomads with sedentary farmer groups and urban
centers is a well-established fact (S. Mamizadeh Giglo 2012, p. 37). These interactions are
linked to ecological and geographic factors that compelled the autonomous, homogenous, and
territorially related local communities to the shared use of regional resources, a fact that in
turn laid the foundations for social, economic and political contacts (A. Alizadeh 2013, p. 60).
At Qoshadash the depicted animals are species indigenous to the region, and human figures
are in logical relation with these animals. In general, they come in two groups of domesticated
and wild animals.

® Human motifs

Human motifs in the Qoshadash petroglyphs are generally portrayed schematically in
frontal view. The popular themes consist of figures in hunting scenes or performing rituals (?)
associated with animal and symbolic motifs. Taking second place in terms of frequency,
human figures mostly represent males as is suggested by the markings meant to indicate male
genitals. Merely a single figure is interpreted as female for the lack of these markings as well
as a different manner of portrayal (fig. 5). In general, the Qoshadash human motifs find
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parallels in style and form at Sheikh Madi (M. Kazemi et alii 2016, p. 21), the Dash complex of
Meshginshahr (M. Kazemi et alii 2016, p. 324), Azandarian (Y Mohammadifar. I. Hemmati
Azandarian 2014, p. 24), Arges of Hamedan (Kh. Beikmohammadi et alii 2013, p. 132),
Arasbaran (J. Rafifar 2006, 54), Dowzdaghi (M. Kazempur et alii 2011, p. 386), Mashiran
(A. Binandeh. P. Fatahzadeh 2015, p. 3), Gobustan (M. Farajova 2018, p. 6), and Gemikaya
(T. Halilov 2017, p. 108).

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@ Geometric motifs

At Qoshadash occur simple geometric motifs in the form of circles, cruciforms and
squares (fig. 6), which seem to communicate something about the culture, art and worldview
of their creators. Such motifs are found in the pottery assemblages from Yanik Tepe
(C.A. Burney 1962), Aqrab Tepe (O.W. Muscarella 1973), Dinkha (C. Hamlin 1974, p. 144),
Haftavan (M.R. Edwards 1981), and Hasanlu (M.D. Danti 2013, p. 164), as are at such
petroglyph sites as Qoshadash of Arasbaran (J. Rafifar 2006, p. 59), Mashiran (A. Binandeh,
P. Fatahzadeh 2015, p. 3), Sheikh Madi (M. Kazemi, R. Rezaloo 2018), and Gobustan
(M. Farajova 2018, p. 10). Symbols were used to convey beliefs in the same way as language,
and the difference between symbol repertoires used in different societies derives from their
varying experiences (R. Moshiri 2001, p. 5) or archetypes (C. Jung 1999, p. 134). Such geometric
symbols at Sungun are not difficult to interpret. In particular, the cross sign at Gobustan
associated with ritual dance symbolizes the structure of creation and refers to resurrection,
which seems to reflect shamanistic ideas.

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@ Relative chronology

The chronology of rock art is now anchored in laboratory experiments and absolute
dating in such quarters of the world as East Timor (M. Aubert et alii 2007), South Africa
(A.L. Watchman, A.D. Mazel 2003), New Zealand (G. Regan et alii 2019, p. 132) and Australia
(B. David et alii 2013). Yet, in Iran we sadly have to simply rely on relative chronology due to
the lack of required technology and high costs of such experiments. Thus, a relative date
between the Late Bronze Age and the earlier half of the first millennium BC can be proposed
for the petroglyphs at Qoshadash based on such criteria as the comparisons of artistic, cultural
and ecological elements (T. Qasimi 2019, p. 36), examination of the motifs in terms of style,
theme, technique, and rate of weathering (S. Mohammadi Qasrian 2017, p. 15-17), proximity
(K. Arab, Sh. Hourshid 2017, p. 131), and archaeological landscape (Kh. Beik Mohammadi et
alii 2012, p. 136).

The chronology provided for these motifs is based on the pottery fragments left in the
site (fig. 7) as well as the comparison of Songun motifs with sites including Qoshadash of
Arasbaran (J. Rafifar 2006, p. 59), Mashiran (A. Binandeh, P. Fatahzadeh 2015, p. 3), Sheikh
Madi (M. Kazemi, R. Rezaloo 2018), Dava Darasi Horand (S. Sattarnejad et alii 2020), Khanim
Alilou (S. Sattarnejad, S. Abdollahi 2020) are presented (tab. 1).

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@ Discussion and conclusions

The petroglyphs at Qoshadash form a part of the pre-Islamic rock art of northwest Iran.
Their creation can be connected to such factors as the access to the permanent water source of
the Qarasu River, pastures, seasonal migration routes, and sites not connected to permanent
settlements. Based on field surveys, documentation, and enumeration, the petroglyphs are
dividable into the three general categories of human, animal and geometric/emblematic
motifs, of which the animal category predominates. The relative abundance of goats in these
representations is in line with the local landscape and ecology, and might hint at the raising
and breeding of the species by indigenous populations. While future osteological work in the
nearby archaeological sites and studies on subsistence modes practiced by local groups will
possibly shed further light on their subsistence system, ethnoarchaeological studies suggest
that the local population partly relied on pastoralism, indicating the continuation of the pre-
Islamic subsistence pattern up to recent times. Chronologically, the Qoshadash petroglyphs
find parallels in the assemblages from both the nearby region and localities further afield, most
notably Meshginshahr, Horand, Ahar, and Gobustan. While the lack of archaeometric and
laboratory investigations excludes the possibility of absolute dating, on the basis of
comparative studies and the regional archaeological landscapes, a general period spanning
the second and first millennia BC appears a plausible date for this assemblage of rock art.
