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Abstract: The present article discusses the case of a cattle proximal phalanx discovered at Tirtaria
Pietrosita during the rescue excavations at the end of 2014. The artefact was found in the Cx. 41A pit-house, which,
from a chronological viewpoint, belongs to the Early Neolithic period or, more precisely, the mid-6th millennium cal.
BC. The flattened appearance of the phalanx from feature Cx. 41A, similar to other objects from Neolithic sites in the
Near East, raises the question of whether the item is part of the category of “anthropomorphic” figurines. This
working hypothesis is also influenced by the remaining archaeological inventory of the Early Neolithic dwelling,
which includes fragments of several female anthropomorphic clay figurines.

Rezumat: In acest articol este discutat cazul unei falange proximale de bovideu descoperite in situl Tdrtdria
Pietrosita, in timpul sdpaturilor preventive de la sfarsitul anului 2014. Artefactul a fost gdsit in locuinta addncitd
Cx. 41A, care poate fi incadratd din punct de vedere cronologic in neoliticul timpuriu, mai exact la mijlocul mileniului
VI cal BC. Aspectul lustruit al falangei din Cx. 41A, asemenea altor obiecte similare descoperite in siturile neolitice
din Orientul Apropiat, ridicd intrebarea dacd nu cumva piesa poate fi incadratd in categoria figurinelor
.antropomorfe”. Aceasti potentiald ipotezi de lucru este influentatd si de restul inventarului arheologic din locuinta
neoliticd timpurie, alcdtuit, printre altele, si din fragmentele unor figurine antropomorfe feminine din lut.
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
